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Introduction

Western Art Music at the Time of Crisis:
An Interdisciplinary Study of Contemporary

Greek Culture and European Integration

This project was run by the Ethnomusicology and Cultural Anthropology
Department of the Faculty of Music Studies at the National and Kapodistrian
University of Athens. It was realised in the context of the programme “Aristeia 11"
(Operational Programme Education and Lifelong Learning - NSRF 2007-2013) and
co-funded by the EU (European Social Fund) and National Resources. The project
is the first interdisciplinary study of contemporary musical life in Greece that
focuses on Western art music and its interface with other spheres of Greek culture,
aiming to scrutinise questions regarding European integration. It concentrates on
the post-2000 period, which coincides with the phase of economic and socio-
cultural crisis in Greece, and analyzes a wide range of musical ontologies and
agents (such as musicians, music halls, performances, audiences, media, the press)

as well as their interaction and discourses.

The project has three main objectives: a) by investigating the contemporary
musical state of affairs at a crucial point in European history, it aims to examine
the complexities surrounding European integration on the cultural level with
reference to Greece, b) it aspires to contribute to discussions about reconfiguring
the disciplinary boundaries of music studies, and c) it wishes to offer a revisionist
investigation of Greek art music that goes beyond the inspection of the life and
work of composers and historical-cultural contexts, largely employed for analysis

of this repertory.
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The project employs contemporary anthropological theories and methods, fieldwork

and discourse analysis. Its deliverables include academic publications, conference

papers, the organisation of one conference and the project website. The project's

importance lies in a number of factors: a) it will explore issues of European

integration with reference to the case of Greece and will thus inform cultural

policy-making, b) it will contribute to ongoing methodological discussions in the

field of musicology relating to interdisciplinarity, and c) it will produce a

revisionist examination of Greek art music.

It is expected that this project will have an impact on the disciplines of music

studies, anthropology and Modern Greek Studies, as well as on Greek and

European cultural policy-making.

Music in crisis: Key terms and concepts

The hard bit is the rock-face research, and I did very little of that in relation to the
present project. The detailed findings of the project team are presented elsewhere
in this report, and I will confine my own contribution to some thoughts about how
useful generalizations might be enabled by drawing on wider theoretical
perspectives. Some of these thoughts were expressed to the team informally, but it
may be worth trying to order them here by invoking a handful of key terms and
concepts. Several of these have already informed the research of the project team,
but they might also be helpful in a prescriptive way, should there be further
outputs, or indeed further research. Where it seems useful, I will also draw on

relevant comparators beyond Greece.

Practices

Since classical music is a cultural practice, it may be useful to begin by scrutinizing
the term ‘practice’. I will consider two positions on a practice, one fashionable, the
other less so. They are not incompatible, but focus on rather different things.
According to the sociologist Pierre Bourdieu, all practices, including cultural
practices, are a priori political; in other words, they are power-impregnated.1This
is the fashionable position. Practices are political, according to Bourdieu, because
the social spaces, or ‘fields’, to use his terminology, that are generated by practices
establish institutions, rules, schemes of domination, legitimate opinions, and so on.
And because these fields tend towards an autonomous status, practitioners tend to
legitimate the forms and beliefs of the field as though they are self-evident; they

become a kind of ‘second nature’, to borrow a term from Adorno.?

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My second perspective on a practice comes from the moral philosopher Alasdair
Maclintyre, specifically his book After Virtue, which is really an essay in neo-
Aristotelian ethics (MacIntyre 1981). This is the less fashionable position, and it
has to be conceded that some philosophers regard MacIntyre as somewhat akin to
a ranting Old Testament prophet. But I think he has important things to say. For
Aristotle, without virtues you will not flourish, or in modern terms, you will not
achieve a sense of personal authenticity. Now Maclntyre reworks the Aristotelian
position on virtues a bit by arguing that they are embedded in specific, historically
grounded, social practices, but he still stresses the moral goods inherent in these
practices, and he sees them as internal goods; in other words right actions are not
instrumental or utilitarian but are determined by the ethos of the practice. Thus
for MacIntyre the interests of a practice potentially diverge from those of the
institutions that house it and may indeed have been originally generated by it.

Institutions do not have an ethos; that may be one thing we can all agree on.

[ suggest that these two very different positions on a practice might provide a
framework for considering some of the findings of the present project. Whichever
position we adopt, a focus on practices promotes the locality (what were musicians
doing in this or that place at this or that time?) as opposed to the grand narrative.
Big historical periods become less interesting to us, if they exist at all in any
meaningful way (did women have a ‘Middle Ages’? Did Muslims?). Conversely,
‘ahistorical’ repertories invite historical treatment (to continue the ‘Middle Ages’
theme, why do music histories present plainchant systematically rather than

historically?). To reiterate, we focus on the locality.

Now Bourdieu encourages this reorientation by directing our attention to the
initiation and dissemination of cultural practices, as also of ideas. In relation to the
present project, for example, the Bourdieu position might encourage us to see a
dialectical relation between innovation (the transformative role of agents) and
inertia (the power of institutions) in one particular place and at one particular
time. Probably it is a genuine dialectic, in the sense that politically powerful people

create agendas, these become reified in institutions, and that in turn provokes new
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agendas. Different aspects of the Athens project reveal different facets of this.
Thus, inertia seems to have been foregrounded in the field of education, while
individual initiative seems to ride high in festivals. The dialectic operates in both
cases, but both the pace and the emphasis are significantly different in each.
Geography may also play a role. If cultural traditions are deep-rooted (classical
music in Germany) the dialectic will favour inertia. If there are shallow roots
(classical music in Greece) agency will be foregrounded. Even a cursory glance at
music history in Greece emphasizes the role of individual inspirers, of agents, and

of local politics not just in building institutions but also in dictating styles.

[ have encountered more extreme examples of the ‘Greek case’ in my work on
music elsewhere in southeastern Europe. They might stand as a kind of warning.
Consider two countries where classical music is (relatively speaking) in its infancy:
Albania and the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia. Present-day musical life
in both countries owes an enormous amount to a small handful of dynamic
personalities, men (invariably men) who have the necessary charisma and energy,
and almost by definition the ego, to motivate others and to make things happen.
Such men set the agendas for change and development, and they are not without
vested interests. Typically, they will be encircled by younger colleagues, who work
under clear instruction, and derive enormous benefit from so doing, but who have
little opportunity to influence the general direction of change and to develop a
capacity for independent thought and action. There are pros and cons, but above
all there is volatility. On one hand, politicians recognize the considerable kudos
attached to the institutions of classical music, especially symphony orchestras;
consider the status of symphony orchestras in both these countries, as also in
Kosovo, in Republika Srpska, Bosnia, and North Cyprus. Is there a similar political
resonance to the Megaron in Athens? On the other hand, there is the draw of
populist agendas. High-profile cultural projects in Albania and the Former
Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia can be thwarted by a change of government,
whose representatives may simply decide that classical music is not the voice of

the people. And this, be it noted, has also happened in Greece.
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The McIntyre position likewise speaks to the findings of the project. Thus, the team
notes that several Greek musicians have been prepared to continue their activities
without funding; the quest for personal authenticity within the practice, in other
words, is at odds with political and economic realities. And one might cite too the
finding that despite the bleak employment prospects for students of classical
music, the intake of students has increased rather than decreased since the
economic crisis. Or the fact that many of the singers affiliated to the Greek National
Opera have resisted attempts to court popularity by taking the opera to the streets,
a pet project of the current Director. What such cases emphasize is that cultural
practices are not exclusively political. They have an ethos. Practitioners, in short,
will seek a sense of personal authenticity in ways that are often at odds with the

politics of culture and with the demands of institutions.

Institutions

If we spotlight institutions, we focus on just one corner of Bourdieu’s ‘field” or
social space. But it is an important corner, and it has been illuminated by a corpus
of so-called ‘neo-institutional theory’ associated especially with Walter W. Powell
and Paul ]. DiMaggio (1991).3 It is all the more relevant to the Athens project
because these authors analyze interactive relationships between the various
institutions in a ‘field’ in explicitly economic terms. Thus, the institutions of
classical music in Greece may be deemed to have acquired ‘varying degrees of
legal, moral, and customary force because they proved well suited for
contextualizing organizational claims of legitimacy’ (Smith 2015). It is worth
drawing attention to the source of this quotation. Kenneth Owen Smith’s study of
the structures of musical life in Cyprus represents a rare attempt to apply neo-
institutional theory to the field of classical music, and it is all the more germane to
our project given the close links between Greece and Cyprus, and given too that it
includes some discussion of the economic crisis. This is surely a parallel worth

exploring.

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Smith identifies several ‘pillar’ criteria of legitimation in his study, some of which
might be felt to overlap with putative criteria in Greece, while others are clearly
particular to Cyprus. But the point is not to look for overlaps, but to encourage a
parallel exercise for Greece. If we seek to identify criteria for legitimation -and
economics holds the key to this- we enable the Athens project to transcend mere
data collection. And if we do so ‘before and after’ the economic crisis, we may be in
a position to explicate the effects of that crisis more fully. [ will give one simple
example. Let us hypothesize that Western art music acts as the reference point for
musical education and musical excellence in Greece. That, indeed, is one of Smith’s
‘pillar’ criteria of legitimation in Cyprus. I will leave the questions hanging as to
Greece. Do the findings of the project confirm our hypothesis? If so, how and when
did this ‘pillar’ become established? Is it still in place today in the wake of the
crisis? And if not, is its demise attributable to the crisis or to other changes in
Greek society, for example the cumulative effects of European imperatives flowing

from accession to the EU?

The EU accession bears on another of Smith’s criteria: ‘that musical organizations
acquire legitimacy through strategic personal relationships and public presences,
which in turn constitute a priori determinants of value’. We might wish to test this
in the Greek case, again before and after the crisis, and again in relation to the
bigger theme of Europe, given that the official cultural voice of the Council of
Europe will certainly balk at this particular criterion. It begs the question of a
space between ‘Greece’ and ‘Europe’, as though they are indeed separable, and it
comes complete with all the familiar paradoxes of modern Greece supposedly
failing to live up to European standards, given that those standards were forged
from a ‘European’ construction of ancient Greece. If Greece really is falling short
here, the crisis may prove to be no more than a fall guy. Several team members
have commented that it is all too easy to blame the crisis for more endemic

problems in the institutions.
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Events

At the heart of our project lurks a bigger question about events. Can the event
disrupt the flow of history? Can it break down historical narratives, counter
putative plots? The primary theorist of the event is Alain Badiou (1988). Events
occur at moments of maximal stress; they spring from the ‘void’ that Badiou
identifies when conventional power is no longer able to police the anarchic
multiplicities inherent in any situation. An event, as Badiou understands it, exceeds
its context. The sense of this is that events stand outside, and cannot be explained
by, an existing social ontology. Events, in other words, involve some sort of
exceptional rupture with the status quo, usually occurring in a context where
prevailing values have been at least temporarily neutralized. The flow is arrested,
and in the space left available (Badiou’s ‘evental site’) something new is enabled.
The evental site is located at the edge of the void, outside the normal ‘state of the
situation’ as between centre and margin, included and excluded, and it is this

location that enables a reversal, a transformation within the structure.

Several cultural historians (among them Derek Attridge) have drawn, often fairly
loosely, on Badiou’s ideas (Attridge 2003). And I have done so myself in some of
my work on music in southeastern Europe, picking up especially on Badiou’s
insight that events transform subjectivities (Samson 2013). The (relatively) recent
history of violence in this region might indeed be understood as an event series
that has been directly interventionist in music history, impinging on the beliefs,
options and actions of musicians, and transforming their understanding of their
practice. With this in mind, I have looked at Kosovo and Sarajevo in particular, and
more recently at Abkhazia, charting not just the disruptions to structures, the
direct effect on the livelihoods of musicians, and the transformative influence on

musical tastes, but also the transformation of subjectivities.

Now in principle an economic crisis can constitute an event. And a similarly ‘thick’
analysis of effects should be possible. I leave open the extent to which fieldwork of

the kind employed in this project is able to address issues of subjectivity. But I
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want to address one related topic that emerges directly from the transformative
power of the event, and has proved relevant to my research in the wider region. I
refer to the capacity of the event to separate generations. The suggestion is that
precisely at moments of extremity, of maximal stress, of dramatic change, even of
reversal, young people will be provoked into finding common cause with their
coevals, and that this will override, if not directly oppose, inherited values. Several
commentators have addressed this question in relation to the First World War, and
one has dealt with it in relation to the emergence of a ‘youth culture’ in Russia
(Fussell 2000, Lovell 2008). I am not clear myself how much can be said about this
in relation to the present project. Certainly there are significant findings in relation
to classical music audiences in Kosovo and some other parts of southeastern

Europe. I leave the question open.

Causes

My very brief endnote returns me in a way to my starting point in cultural
practices. To consider the impact of an economic crisis on a cultural practice is to
invoke one of the biggest questions of all: just what follows what, when we
consider changes in politics, economics and culture? To study a single locality at a
single moment in time, as we do in this project, is to be suspicious of easy answers,
whether they stem from Karl Marx, Max Weber or Carl Dahlhaus. I tried to
formulate something of this in my book on the Balkans, and it may be easiest
simply to re-present it here. ‘Where culture goes, after all, trade may follow
stealthily; and so may politics. Conversely, where politics and trade go, culture may
be dragged along behind. Just what follows what is moot. All options are possible,

and all are in evidence in the Balkans’ (Samson 2013: 663).

A project in flux:

Tracing lines, heterogeneities, and interactions

The project is a timely one in several senses, for it responds both to disciplinary
developments in music studies and contiguous fields, as well as pressing questions
outside the academic sphere. It is also challenging in several ways. To examine
globally-networked processes in shifting states of generation and degeneration is
not a simple task. Nor is it straightforward to grasp -without essentialising- the
multiple ways that communities of people connect themselves with music, and
how musical practices lead to the manifestation of certain institutions, products,
and even persons (Butler 1993) -and not others. The project presents us,
moreover, with fields of intersecting activities in a particularly heightened moment

of political and economic change.

This intense flux, and the inherent complexities, invite us to consider models of
relational thinking developed in the fields of anthropology and cultural geography.
Tim Ingold, for instance, has put forward a case for understanding places and
things in terms of gatherings of lines: to think about ‘things and people is to study
the lines they are made of (Ingold 2007: 7). As he presents it, everything we
perceive has come into being through trajectories that start (and finish) elsewhere,
and these trajectories must be part of our enquiries. In earlier work he advanced a
model of environmental incorporation. As he demonstrates in earlier work, to
dwell, to work and to create are fundamentally entangled processes in which

boundaries between who we are and what we do are fluid (Ingold 2000).

Although western art music has traditionally been approached through more
aesthetically-focused lenses (that were developed, essentially, from within its own

sphere), it is readily approachable through the categories of Ingold. But a further,
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complementary strategy is offered by the more schematic work of Doreen Massey,
whose seminal work has emphasised three angles in particular, namely
heterogeneity, interaction, and temporality (2005). I introduce these here in

relation to Ingold, and in the context of western art music.

Western art music embraces a range of practices such as playing and singing
particular instruments and repertoire, performing to audiences in a range of places
and styles, and accepting certain values. These are all acts of embodied
incorporation (Ingold 2000). But they are various, contested, and subject to

constant negotiation: the practice is thus irreducibly heterogeneous (Massey 2005).

Second, western art music can be understood as a product of diverse forces such as
political and economic will, actors with necessary skills, and material conditions
from buildings to instruments. These are lines of development, in Ingold’s terms,
that are gathered for use to recognise (2007). In Massey’s terms, it is the
interaction of these that produces something recognisable as Western art music.
Third, western art music may become normalised and develop an apparently
stable existence thanks to successful interactions; but it is under constant

construction (and may decay). It is thus contingent on processes over time.

[ use this short paper to reflect on ways that these angles can engage the main foci
of the project -education, cultural institutions / ensembles, and festivals, and to
offer examples from a different region, namely Palestine, both historically and in

the current time.

Contested heterogeneities

In 1936, during their Mandate rule of Palestine, the British established a radio
station called the Palestine Broadcasting Service. Air time was divided into slots
for the three main languages spoken in Palestine -Arab, English and Hebrew-
which were understood to map on to particular communities of people. As the

music programming developed, categories emerged for discussion such as
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‘European’, ‘English’, ‘Arabic’ and ‘Oriental’, each of which was politically charged,

relating both to listeners and to performers.!

Of interest here are ways in which the European category was handled. In early
draft programmes, time-slots were designated as ‘European Records’, ‘European
Relay’, outside ‘Broadcast of European Music' and ‘Palestine Concert of European
Music’. Such music was understood by the British as being of British and Jewish
‘Common interest’, and grew out of the successful acculturation of Jewish
musicians into the European world of art music during the 19t and early 20t
centuries. Not only had a substantial number of Jewish musicians developed
outstanding careers in a range of fields -composing, performing, and writing- but
their musicianship had been discussed in racial terms in connection with their
Jewishness. There could be no doubt, then, that the figure of the ‘Jew’ belonged to
the western classical music field (even if the mode of belonging was a matter of

discussion).

In Palestine, however, the Director of the Hebrew Section at the PBS had set his
sights on maximising airtime for Jews alone, and this led him to dispute the notion
of common interest: he argued that some records were of no interest to Jewish
listeners, or were played at a time of day that did not suit Jews. Nevertheless, his
appeal was not accepted so ‘European’ music remained a (somewhat forced)
meeting point for common interest between people identifying as British and Jews,
respectively. At a later stage the Head of Music, who identified as Jewish, took a
different strategy: he established an hour of ‘European’ broadcasting to include the
Palestine Police Band, organ concerts, chamber music, light music, and rather
strikingly, ‘Jewish Music’. This consisted of 5 types: ‘religious’, ‘non-religious
oriental’, ‘folk songs’, ‘compositions of Jewish Authors’ and ‘compositions of non
Jewish authors treating biblical subjects (in Hebrew)'. He had made sure that

‘Jewish’ music had a place in ‘Europe’.

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He had also ensured that ‘Jewish’ had become an umbrella that subsumed
‘oriental’. This is important to note, for Arab listeners were not considered at all
within this ‘listening to Europe’ context. In reality, and thanks to long-standing
missionary education in the region, there was a significant community of Arabs in
Palestine who cultivated and listened to western art music as well as Arab music.
But this was not acknowledged, or developed in programming. Indeed the
interface between European and Arab (music) was policed with some anxiety.
According to the initial PBS plan in 1933, ‘Arab music’ would be broadcast, but it
would consist exclusively of relays from Egypt and gramophone recordings. Later
on, there was a plan to draw on Arab musicians from Palestine. But the view was
presented in discussion that this would only be possible with assistance from
Cairo, because Arab music in Palestine had been ‘corrupted by European
influences’. Ethnomusicologist Robert Lachmann was firm on this point, stating
that only the ‘real thing’ should be aired. He rejected amalgams of what he termed
‘East’ and ‘West’, such as ‘taking an Oriental tune and adding patches of European
harmony to it’ or ‘executing Oriental music on European instruments’. Both of
these he connected to ‘artistic insincerity’. He was also wary about performers
who claimed to have ‘knowledge of more than one style or tradition’.2 In short,
Europe welcomed Jewish and Jewish-Oriental musics, but set Arab musics (and

Arab listeners) outside.

Gathering and interactions over time

In 1987, when Palestinians led the first Intifada, there was not a single music
school on the West Bank or East Jerusalem. But two decades on there were five,
one of which had several branches, and all of which were teaching western art
music. The current situation is different again, because the establishment and
nature of each of these organizations is subject to so many different trajectories of

varying strengths.

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One of the most obvious of those is the so-called Oslo Accords of 1993, which
promised to lead to the establishment of a Palestinian state five years later.
Foreign investors saw opportunities and money began to flow into the region. A
further factor is the prevailing culture of expediency (Yudice 2000), in which the
arts have been increasingly understood as powerful means towards enhancing
community relations. These external trajectories (foreign mediation and legal plan,
finance, ideology) were ‘lines’ (Ingold) gathering in the region, and through their

interaction with local actors (Massey) the institutions could emerge that did.

To understand that interaction, Rex Brynen’s model for elite formation is helpful.
Palestinians already concerned with western art music prior to Oslo had
developed their interests through long-standing family connections and networks
with Europe and North America. They had emerged from traditional societies of
extended families and clans (what Brynen identifies through ‘primordial
perspectives’), the changes to those clans through conversion and building of
schools in the late 19t and early 20th centuries (visible through Brynen’s ‘social
change perspectives’). Under the British Mandate, and in the context of new
modern nations of Syria and Lebanon along with the presence of Zionism, there
were new nationalist interests among this group (Brynen’s ‘organizational
perspectives’). After Oslo these became explicitly statist ~hence the establishment

of the ‘Edward Said National Conservatory of Music’ in Ramallah in 1993.

This elite group was able to transform itself yet further after Oslo. Financial aid
enabled it to draw its strength from international relations and development aid
and thus become what Hanafi and Tabar call a ‘globalised elite’ (2003, 2005).
However this situation, and the institutions that rely on it, are highly precarious.

One might go so far as to say that they are in permanent crisis.

Although the largest influx of foreign interest and aid was the consequence of a
political institution (the Palestinian Authority) and a political plan (within a few
years, a new state with Palestinian citizens), almost all funding from outside the

region was generated separately —and maintained strictly separate- from the
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political progress towards the nation. Meanwhile, the building of Israeli
settlements on the West Bank did not slow down, the Palestinian Authority was
ruined by elitism and corruption and the political process ground to a halt. While
the international community diverted monies towards emergency aid it
maintained the same rhetoric of ‘supporting the peace process’ and ‘democracy’
even while these had apparently lost their relevance. The practical role of sponsors
shifted substantially: they found themselves cooperating in various ways with the
situation of occupation, rather than supporting the development of civil society
within an emergent autonomous political unit (Le More 2005: 982, 991-993; also

Hanafi and Tabar 2003).

So fraught were the politics of funding that foreign and local actors, all keen to
advance music education in the region, entered conflicts over representation
(could a music school put on a student concert celebrating a ‘liberated’ Palestine?)

and participation (could Jews be involved in teaching music?).

The sphere of Festivals offers us parallel trajectories and indeed difficulties, along
with changes over time. The history of the region is crucial to understanding
certain facets of the foreign investment: global concern for ‘heritage’ leads funds to
be channelled into restoration of historic buildings, for example, and these are
productively combined with music’s lively relationship to place. For instance,
when a Palestinian non-profit organization working on ‘architectural heritage in
Palestine’ approached Germany’s representative office in Ramallah for help in
restoring an Ottoman castle 12 km west of Ramallah, the German office agreed in
2007 to support the restoration, in line with its policy of ‘preserving cultural
heritage, through which Germany seeks to maintain the historical and cultural
heritage of the Palestinian people’. A year later the same German office suggested
that an Austrian festival called ‘Sounding Jerusalem’ should use this space for a

concert, which it did in 2008 and 2009.

Sounding Jerusalem’s 2009 concert in the Roman amphitheatre at the village of

Sebastia, near Nablus, offers us an intriguing example of local interaction. The
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starting point for the choice of venue had been the desire for an evocative
historical site; it was valued above all in terms of its Biblical history and potential
development for international tourism. The concert itself, however, was by no
means dominated by the European scheme for heritage or even entertainment. Not
only did the local people shape it in ways that challenged the latter considerably,
but environmentally they had the upper hand, for when the foreign musicians
arrived they realised they had misjudged both the climate and the venue. The sun
was far too intense for instruments to be played, and the acoustic of the gently-
raked amphitheatre was not suited to music without amplification. While the
musicians waited for the sun to go down, the villagers took advantage of the
refreshments brought from Nablus, and entertained themselves. This set the scene
for the entire noisy evening, festively subverting models of silent European

listening that had otherwise been part of the ‘Sounding Jerusalem’ festival.

Methods, aims

Attempting to grapple usefully with such a complex dynamic of heterogeneities
and interactions means taking a multi-layered approach, as well as one that
recognises its own situatedness. On the one hand, there is necessarily a concern
with the processes that can be followed in terms of finance, and the ideas that
remote funders channel into specific spaces. For example, in the Palestinian case it
is clear that European funders will stress certain music-social norms, whether
these are gender equality in music education, or the importance of cultivate ‘local’

traditions even while being alive to ‘European’ ones.

It is also important to trace out diversity within the ‘global’ sphere (organizations
that are products of earlier Diaspora now feed the West Bank’s cultural
programmes, and may nurture very different strategies from North American
institutions operating in the same region). It is also crucial to consider the role of
public institutions in the region itself. In the Palestinian case, which constitutes a
permanent struggle with occupation by the internationally-supported state of

Israel, there can be no question of support for western art music in any of its
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forms. There is a further question, namely the extent to which public funds would
be forthcoming in a more stable climate (modern nations in the Arab world have
varying strategies, but with the exception of Cairo, none has a sustained tradition

of support for this particular cultural form).

Finally, even while funding bodies and institutions must be of prominence in such
a study, there is no substitute for close attention to the lives of individuals on the
ground (Landau 2011). Localities are created by local actors and their histories. So
there is a need to plot of individual ‘lines’. Conscientious scholarship will take into
account some of the dilemmas that individuals may face as they struggle to make
the best of extremely challenging situations. Moreover, places where the testimony
of individuals is at odds with the narratives of institutions may offer scholars scope

to draw out fresh questions, and even to be a gentle motor for productive change.
